In the next room, coffee was

& cookies (for energy of 

course).  A new set of outside 

yard decorations, with lights, 

were being tested. The air 

was filled with chatter and 

the sound of the music 

ministryôs practicing for the 

Christmas services. Virtually everyone was busy doing 

something to prepare THE CHURCH for Christmas. 
 

Yet the motivation for this service was the birth of a child, 

to simple parents, who 

had little. Scripture 

makes no mention of a 

tree, or gifts, except for 

the Wise Menôs gifts 

which likely came two 

years after the birth. 

There is no garland, or 

candles; no music or 

flowers, just a simple 

family struggling to 

make the best of a 

difficult time at critical 

time in their lives. 

  

Today, in our 

world, in our 

town, there 

are many 

people facing 

similar 

circumstances. 

The Gospel 

story asks us, 

each one of 

us, to consider 

that THE CHURCH that needs preparation is the Church 

within. There is still time to be the ñinn keeperò willing to 

open the door. The message of Christ-mas is not about a 

day, itôs about a lifeé

your life. God, in the 

person of Jesus, The 

Christ, is asking you to 

live differently, to model 

differently; to stand 

juxtaposed to the ñnormal 

wayò of living. We are 

ALL called to people of 

THE OTHER WAY. 

  

So, it does not matter how 

much garland we hang in 

ñourò Church, it doesnôt matter how many flowers or 

candles fill the rooms. That is not where God is trying to 

get in.  
 

Instead He knocks on the 

door of your heart in hopes 

that the cold winter snows 

will melt to the warmth of 

His love.
